Likewise training included sessions on opera-

tional issues such as credit lending documenta-

tion, legal obligations, importance of loan utiliza-

tion check at regular basis, credit recovery pro-

cedures, centre management reporting, deposit 

mobilization, micro enterprise loan.

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Success Story: Ms Sharada Poudel 

achieves Success 

Ms Sharada Poudel of Manahari Municipality, Maka-

wanpur District is a successful entrepreneur who has 

a convenient store and is a livestock farmer. She has 

been running her convenient store from her home. 

She also has 4 buffaloes and 2 Jersey Cows. She 

earns nearly NRs. 60,000 per month from selling milk 

and from her convenient store. She has been running 

both the enterprises with the help of her husband. 

The enterprises has helped them cover their 7 mem-

bered family’s household expenses and over the 

years have built a house and have also bought 1354 

Sq. Metre land in Manahari Bazar. In coming days, 

she has planned to continue livestock farming and 

add more products in her convenient store.

She was born in Raksirang, Makawanpur District in a 

middle class family. She could only attain education 

till level 5, after which she got married at the age of 

16 and moved to Manahari Municipality, Makwanpur 

and gave birth to two kids.  

As the family started to grow, the couple struggled to 

meet their ends. The couple had many sleepless 

nights figuring out how to cover their household ex-

penses. As her family was familiar with agriculture, 

she thought of selling milk by buying a buffalo. How-

ever, she wasn’t sure how to organize the money to 

buy.

She joined as a member of Manahari Women’s 

Group and obtained loan amounting NRs. 10,000 

to buy a buffalo. In the first year itself, she paid 

back her loan by selling milk. After finding out that 

selling milk is profitable venture, she obtained 

loan amounting NRs. 25,000 to buy a Jersey Cow 

and started selling milk from the livestock. She 

obtained additional loan to start a convenient 

store. Her convenient store now has stocks worth 

over NRs. 6 Lakhs. She says that over the years 

she has taken 17 additional loans to expand her 

business.  

 

She states that her financial status is better now 

due to her hard work, patience, diligence and 

properly utilizing the collateral free loan provided 

by Nirdhan Utthan. She says that she has been 

advising women peers not to be afraid with loan, 

but work with focus, courage and confidence on 

their enterprises.
